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GENERAL INFORMATION

For the academic year 2024-25, admission to all UG Programs of the College of
Dera Natung Govt. College, Itanagar will be done on the basis of Common
University Entrance Test (Undergraduate) - 2024 (CUET(UG)—-2024).

1. CUET(UG)-2024 is conducted by the National Testing Agency (NTA). The
candidate may note that the role of NTA is limited to the conduct of CUET (UG)-
2024, declaration of results, and handling of queries related to the entrance
examination. Simply appearing in CUET(UG)-2024 will not be a sufficient
condition to secure a seat in the college. For admission to a course, a candidate
must apply online admission-2024.

2. The online admission-2024 will serve as a single window for admission to all UG
programs of the College. All candidates desirous of taking admission to a
course/programme should apply only through online admission-2024. Only the
admissions taken and granted through the official online platform of the college
will be considered valid.

3. Before initiating the application process, the candidate is advised to read the
prospectus carefully.

4. Determination of eligibility and verification of documents for admission to a
course/pragramme will be the sole purview of the college.

5. Preference shall be given to those candidates who have secured good
percentile in CUET(UG) 2024.

6. Those students who have not appeared in CUET(UG) 2024 may also be
considered on merit basis/through entrance test as per RGU/Govt. guidelines

only if vacancies exists after allowing admission to all those applicants who
qualified CUET(UG)2024.

7. Seat allocation to all UG Programs will be based solely on the scores obtained in
CUET(UG)-2024, subject tofulfilment of Program-specific eligibility criteria.

8. For allocation of seats in Performance-based/ Sports Proficiency-based/ Practical-
based Programs, and a combined score of CUET(UG)-2024 and Performance
Tests/Sports Trials/Practical test and/or certificates will be considered.

9. Candidates are advised to check college website (www.dngc.ac.in) for all
communications and updates related to admissions.

10. DNGC will not be responsible for a candidate's lack of awareness of the admission
guidelines, schedule, Eligibility Criteria, and other relevant rules as approved from
State Govt. from time to time. It is the sole responsibility of the candidate to keep
checking the college website regularly.

11. In case of non-compliance with the requirements for admission, including non-
submission of relevant documents and/or non-payment of Fee/s within the
stipulated date and time, the candidate will lose his/her right to admission.

12. The candidate will be required to appear in person to verify the original
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documents as and when notified by the University/College.

13. It is the sole responsibility of the candidate to prove his/her eligibility for claiming
reservation under any of the reserved categories (including PwBD and Orphan).
Candidates applying under SC/ST/OBC /PwBD/ Orphan categories will be
required to upload the certificates/documents of the respective reserved
category/sub-category issued by the Competent Issuing Authority.

14. If at any stage, documents submitted by the candidate relating to the admission are
found to be fake/non- genuine and/or fabricated or in any other manner defective,
the said candidate will not be given admission. If already admitted, admission
will be canceled without any prior notice in this regard. If the same is found after
completing the Program, his/her degree will be revoked and appropriate legal
action will be taken.

15. A candidate's participation in the admission process will be provisional. If, at any
stage, it is found that eligibility requirements are not fulfilled, the admission, if
granted, shall be canceled ipso facto and appropriate legal action will be taken
against such candidate. College will not refund Admission Fee (if paid) in case a
candidate is found ineligible at any stage.

HOSTEL ADMISSION

The College has limited hostel facilities both for Boys and Girls. The number of seats available
for Boys is 86 in Tai Bida Boys’ Hostel whereas for Nyari Welley Girls’ Hostel, it is 140 seats. In view
of the limited seats, the allotment shall be made on the basis of the following Guidelines provided by the
Govt. of Arunachal Pradesh.

i. Hostel seats for both Boys and Girls shall be allotted to students of Semester-III and
Semester-V only.

ii. Application for Hostels shall be received simultaneously at the time of receiving
application for college admission.

iii. Hostel admission process will be notified later on.

iv. To obtain a seat, a student must have secured minimum 50% Marks for Boys and 45%
for Girls in the immediate lower examination. Only those who cleared all lower exams
(without backlog) shall be eligible to apply for hostel seat.

v. The selection shall be made purely on merit basis for the entire session.

vi. In no case, seat allotted to a student can be transferred to another student.

vii. The boarders are required to maintain strict discipline and abide by the rules of the
hostels as prescribed by the College Authority from time to time. Every boarder shall have
to submit an Undertaking to the effect prescribed by the College Authority.

EXAMINATION AND EVALUATION

End Semester examination and related information NEP 2020 (SEMESTER 1, 11, 111, IV)

i.  The new curriculum under NEP 2020, implemented by RGU from the session 2023-24 onwards
is a four years degree programme that offers degree with honours/research after completion of
four years that is categorically divided into eight semester comprising of four odd and four even
semester of 6 months duration each. However, the course also provides flexibility of multiple
entry/exit during the course. The updated guidelines on the evaluation pattern of the entire
course of NEP shall be notified by RGU shortly.

End Semester examination and related information LOCF CBCS 2020 (SEMESTER V and VI)

1. The LOCF CBCS course contents are divided into six semesters which comprises of three even
and three odd semesters. Examinations are conducted at the end of each semester, which
comprises of six months of study. The odd semester examinations are held in the month of
November-December while the even semester examinations are held during the month of May-

June

il. To pass in the End-Semester Examinations, a student has to secure at least 35% marks in each
paper and 40% marks in aggregate.

1il. A student shall be declared passed in the entire semester provided she/he has passed

individually in all FOUR papers of End-Semester exams and the Sessional Tests / Practical
Tests (wherever applicable) securing 40% marks in aggregate.

1v. A student shall be promoted to next semester provided she/he passes in at least TWO Theory
papers and ALL Practical papers securing at least 40% marks in aggregate.

V. Those who fail in more than TWO papers shall not be allowed to move to next Semester.

Vi. Such students, who are promoted to higher Semester, shall have to clear their back papers by

appearing in the relevant end-semester examinations to be conducted in the subsequent year.
She/he has to fill-up Examination forms for the back papers also, when conducted for the
relevant Semester, along with the current semester. (For odd Semesters in November & for
Even Semesters in April)

Vii. A student must pass all her/his six semester courses as per the RGU ordinance A student who
secured 60% and above is placed as first class while those secured between 40% and 60% is
placed in second class.
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viii.  The final result of the student shall be kept withheld till the back papers are cleared by the

student.

iX. Since the Semester system involves continuous system of evaluation, there shall be no Private
or late college categories.

X. Improvement Examination- A student after completing the Sixth semester shall be allowed to

take improvement examination ONCE only within one year in not more than two theory papers
out of all six semesters.

Xi. No improvement shall be allowed in the practical examinations/ internal assessments.

Xii. Under semester system Re-evaluation of the answer scripts is not allowed. However, a
candidate may apply for Re-Scrutiny/Re-checking.

xiil. A candidate, who passes all four papers in a Semester or is promoted by passing in at least two
papers (with back paper) to next higher semester, shall have to take formal admission for the
next Semester by furnishing the Mark sheet of the preceding semester and depositing relevant
fees within the notified Schedule/Timeline.

xiv.  Admit Cards will be issued to the students in the preceding week of the University Exams.

a. Internal assessment: In every semester, there shall be three Sessional Test (Internal
Assessments) for 20 % Marks and 80 % Marks for the End-Semester examination in each
paper. It is compulsory for every student to secure a minimum of 40% marks in two
Internal Assessments individually to be eligible to fill up the forms for End-Semester
Examination. The internal assessment of the odd semesters will be conducted during
August, September and October 2023 while the internal assessment of the even semesters
will be held during February, March and April 2024.

b. Attendance requirement: It is mandatory to appear and to pass in Sessional Tests besides
attending minimum 75% classes to be eligible to fill up the university Examination forms.

c. Tutorials and Class tests: Tutorial is an important teaching-learning tool. It helps learners
enhance their cognitive, affective, and psychomotor domains of behaviour.
